This tournament is sanctioned by the TBAW and will be conducted in accordance with the General Playing and Tournament rules of the BTBA together with the following special rules:
1. Bowlers MUST be current members, in good standing of the TBAW or their own National Association.  Any bowler unable to produce their current membership card at the time of registration, may participate on payment of a £2.00 fine, but will not be eligible for TBAW services. 

2. Eligibility for Team Wales:  Bowlers must be current members of TBAW in good standing, at the time of competing in Team Wales Qualifying events and meet one of the following criteria.

A
Those born in Wales

B
Those with one parent born in Wales

C
Those with one grandparent born in Wales

D
Those with current and five years continuous residence in Wales (gained in up to two tours of duty for service personnel)

E
Those who have represented Wales in the past

F
Those who have represented another country but meet criteria in A to E are eligible to represent Wales a year after de-registration from a previous country.  Pinfall accumulated during this waiting period will count towards final positions at the completion of the Qualifying Trials

G
The Secretary of TBAW must receive documentary evidence of eligibility by 1st March 2012.  Failure to produce the appropriate documentation by this date will result in the offer of a Team Wales Squad place being withdrawn for 2012.

3. The event will be a scratch tournament with all bowlers bowling 9 games in 3 blocks of 3, all in tournament format.  Girls will be awarded 8 pins a game handicap in each division including the final.
  4        The event will be split into 3 categories based upon age as at the 1st of September 2011:
Division A Under 24
Division B Under 19

Division C Under 16

5       The top 4 bowlers in each of the three divisions will play a 3-game round robin at 5pm   on the Sunday to decide the overall winner.  Qualifying scores will be brought forward and 20 bonus points for a win or 10 bonus points for a draw will be added to each game.         

6 In the event of a tie for any award placing, the higher score of the last game bowled shall determine the position.  In the event of a further tie, the penultimate games will be compared and so on until the placing is resolved
7 All entries will be allocated on a first come first served basis and the tournament manager reserves the right to reschedule or reject any entry..

8 Bowlers are requested to register at least 30 minutes before their allocated squad time.  Tardy players will commence at the frame in progress as directed by the tournament manager.
9 Protests of any nature must be lodged with the tournament manager within 30 minutes of the infraction occurring and confirmed in writing before the presentation.  A provisional ball must be rolled if a dispute regarding pinfall cannot be resolved immediately.  No protests will be accepted once the presentation has commenced.
10 The Tenpin Bowling Association of Wales does not accept any responsibility for any injury caused by participating in these events.  It is the responsibility of the participant to satisfy himself or herself that they are able to take part and to continue to participate.  

11 The Tenpin Bowling Association of Wales reserves the right to add, delete or amend these rules to take into account circumstances unforeseen at time of publication, and which is in the best interest of the sport of tenpin bowling

12 Competitors, who in the opinion of the tournament committee are not dressed in correct bowling attire will not be permitted to bowl.  Shirts must bear the name of the player and/or YBC.  Casual shorts, combat style trousers, denim or jean style clothing is not permitted and headwear is only permitted at the discretion of the tournament manager.  However, skirts and tailored shorts will be permitted.  Mobile phones are not allowed in the playing area. 
13 The tournament manager is Kay Rogers or her nominated deputy.
14 All prizes will be paid in the form of trophies, medals or gift vouchers/cash.  All prize money will be returned 100% and will be advertised in the centre for the duration of the tournament.
15 No competitor will be allowed to smoke or consume alcoholic beverages anywhere in the centre during the tournament.  Any breach of this rule will result in immediate disqualification of the individual from the tournament as will bad language, gesticulation or abuse of bowling equipment during play.

16 TBAW members wishing to qualify for the YAC or Junior team will get ranking points for the first 9 games only.

17 All entry money MUST accompany the entry form.
18 Bowlers will be expected to bowl as soon as the approaches on his/her immediate right and left are clear.  Excessive slow play may result in disqualification without warning.
